On Wednesday, the Grand Island Fire Department came to visit the 
preschool.  The kiddos were all super excited as they let us explore 
inside their fire trucks.  They also talked to us about all of the gear 

that they have to wear when fighting fires to help protect their 
bodies.  It was a very fun morning!

We will be 
washing apples in our sensory bin, making apple trees, and making
